Subject:  Classes – 2026-2027 
 
Please find details below regarding staffing and class allocation for next session.   
 
The number of children at each stage and the makeup of composite classes means we are not always able to have children move into the next year with their existing class.  Each year careful consideration is given to the configuration of classes and staff spend a significant amount of time ensuring children are allocated to the most appropriate class. Whilst we appreciate that you may have questions around the decisions that are made, unfortunately we are unable to meet individual requests and would ask that you trust that we have made the decisions based on the knowledge we have about your child and all the children across the school. 
Each year, a significant amount of time and professional consideration goes into creating our class structures. When configuring classes, staff look closely at a variety of factors to ensure we create the most appropriate learning environment for every child. These factors include:
· Learning Profiles and Ability: Ensuring a balanced mix of learning needs across the cohorts.
· Social and Emotional Dynamics: Considering children's personalities and peer relationships to maximise learning and minimise disruption.
· Gender Balance: Aiming for an even distribution of boys and girls wherever possible.
We would like to reassure parents and carers that all classes are fully differentiated, regardless of a child’s age or stage. Children naturally learn and develop at different paces. Our classes are intentionally configured to minimise the number of distinct ability groups within any single classroom. By doing this, we can ensure that every child receives the maximum possible direct teaching input.
In the case of composite classes, there is often a misconception that only the "less able" children from an older year group are placed with a younger cohort. This is not the case. Sometimes, we deliberately place highly able children into a composite class with a younger age group. This strategy allows us to streamline grouping and maximise valuable teacher-led instruction time for those pupils.
Our staff team works exceptionally hard to manage the transition to new classes, ensuring all children feel safe, settled, and ready for the next session. For children who require additional support, we put enhanced transition plans in place. The school will contact the parents and carers of identified individuals directly to share these discrete opportunities and tailored supports

 
The children have been told today who their class teacher next session will be and have had a chance to visit their classroom and meet their classmates this afternoon during our meet the teacher event. The class your child is in is highlighted at the bottom of the letter. 
  
Unfortunately we will be saying goodbye to Miss Westmorland and Miss Grant at the end of term. I want to thank Miss Westmorland and Miss Grant for all for the tremendous learning experiences they have provided for the children during their time at Bowhouse PS and wish them all the best of luck in the future. 
 
Mr Sean Anderson will be joining our staff as our Probationer Teacher next session. Mr Anderson has visited the school and met the children he will be teaching next session.  

We are delighted this year to pilot the introduction of a new Enhanced Support Teacher.  Mrs Ferguson will be taking on this role next session.  Support from Mrs Ferguson will be provided through our Staged Intervention and Inclusion processes.
