Literacy

• Apply known spelling patterns and commonly used 

words to all written work. 

• Be able to identify and use the features of a Non Fiction 

text. 

• Learn note taking skills and use them to create non fic-

tion texts of their own. 

• Develop their reading evaluation skills through Non 

Fiction texts. 

• Share personal stories orally and listen to the experi-

ences of others. 

• Continue to develop their reading fluency, comprehen-

sion and expression.  

Numeracy and Maths 

Children will: 

• Develop a range of addition and subtraction strategies 

• Begin to apply this knowledge to solve word problems 

• Understand the language of maths and apply the rele-

vant operation (addition and subtraction). 

• Be able to extend and create repeating pattern involv-

ing shapes, colours and numbers. 

• Be able to identify 2D and 3D shapes and describe 

their properties.
