Our Uniform
Antonine PS encourages pupils to wear school uniform at all times — even on Gym days.

All schools have a dress code, which includes the school’s policy on uniform. The wearing of uniform is encouraged
as it helps to:

o allows pupils to be easily identified when out of the school, e.g. on trips
