Numeracy and Mathematics 

We will be working on the following topics in 

Numeracy, which will be differentiated: 

 Place value - pupils will explore numbers 

to 100/1000. They will learn the number 

before, between or after any given 

number to 100/1000. They will also cover 

counting in 2s, 3s, 4s, 5s and 10s. Pupils 

will also sequence a set of numbers 

within 100/1000, starting with either the 

largest or smallest number. 

 Addition - Pupils will be working on 

addition to 20/100 this term. We will 

explore the column method in numeracy 

when adding 2-digit numbers. 

We will use active strategies to support their 

learning: Numicon, ICT, Concrete materials, 

Number lines and squares.
