Talking, listening, questioning
Special events and season: these activities continue to support your child’s learning of ‘when’, thinking about events that happen repeatedly but often only once a year. 

1. Set up a ‘wrapping station’ using some recycling boxes, cartons, tubes, etc, wrapping paper or newspaper or brown paper, some sellotape and scissors. Talk about when we give presents, eg at Christmas and for birthdays. Does your child know when their birthday is? How old he/ she will be? What was the best present they have ever had? What would they like for their next birthday? What other special times do we give presents? eg when a new baby is born. This activity is also an opportunity to talk about size and shape, write cards and labels, practise scissor skills, use problem-solving skills.

2. Seasons: have a look at the images of the tree at different times of the year. Can your child put them in the right order for the lifecycle of the tree? Talk about the differences. Why does this happen? What season are we in now?
