Talking, listening, questioning
Night and Day: the following activities are designed to help your child to consolidate their learning of ‘when’, thinking about things happening at different times.

1. Sing the ‘Days of the week song’: your child should remember this from nursery but here are the words we sing….
Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, Friday
Saturday, Sunday, what’s the day today?
          Your child may be able to remember how to sign the different days. 
2. Make a visual timetable for the days of the week. Write out the days in different colours, or on different coloured paper, or add a different picture for each day. Cut these into strips. Can your child put them into the right order?

3. Talk about things we do in the day, and what we do at night. For example, in the day we wear clothes, at night we wear pyjamas; in the day we see the sun, at night we see the moon and stars; in the day we see birds, at night we might see bats. What other examples can your child think of? It might help to look at pictures or gather together some items.

4. Listen to the story ‘Peace at Last’ by Jill Murphy https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=gNBJ0VGOCO8
Ask your child at the end what happened in the story, what sounds did Mr Bear hear?
5. [bookmark: _GoBack]Cut out some pictures of daytime and night time pictures and ask your child to sort them into 2 groups. Some ideas you might choose: (day) rainbow, postman, hanging out washing, sun/ clouds, breakfast (night) pyjamas, owl, closed curtains, fireworks, lights on, moon/ stars
