
 

▪ All pupils will be spilt into two Groups (Group A and Group B). These groups will rotate on a weekly 
basis as only one group will be allowed in school at one time to keep pupil numbers under the 8% 
school roll cap. 

 
▪ Group A pupils will attend school in subject specific blocks am or pm week beginning Monday 22nd of 

February. If not timetabled for a block then pupils should be at home engaging in remote learning. 
 

▪ Group B Pupils will attend school in subject specific blocks week beginning Monday 1st of March. If not 
timetabled for a block then pupils should be at home engaging in remote learning. 
 

▪ This programme of alternate weeks for each group will be reviewed on/by the 15th of March. 
 

▪ Pupils with surname A – L are in Group A and should attend week 1 as above. 
 

▪ Pupils with surname M - Z are in group B and should attend week 2 as above. 
 

▪ Pupils taking the relevant Practical subjects have been sent an individual timetable by post and again 
are part of either Group A or B and should follow this timetable. 
 

▪ Staff will also inform the pupils within their practical class where possible via Teams regarding their 
Group and Block for their week. 
 

▪ If your son/daughter does not receive their timetable through the post and is taking one of the 
practical subjects involved, then please contact the school office who will be able to assist. 
 

▪ Not all pupils have selected practical subjects and therefore your son/daughter may not be required to 
attend school at present. It may be that your son/daughter only has one practical subject and therefore 
may only be in for one am or pm block during their assigned week. 
 

▪ Pupils require to wear face coverings whilst in class and in the school building. Pupils must also adhere 
to 2m social distancing. 
 

▪ Information will follow regarding entry and exit from the building, and staff will be on hand to direct 
pupils at the appropriate time. 
 

▪ If your son/daughter will not be attending the planned practical sessions for any reason could you 
please contact the school to let us know. 
 

▪ Only pupils in S4, 5 and 6 who study certain subjects at specific levels will be invited to attend. A list of 
subjects and levels can be found below.
