Certain pupils may be involved with more than one group. Pupils in these circumstances
will be involved in a lengthy evening with double rehearsal time prior to the concert. Pupils
should bring a packed tea which they will get the opportunity to eat between
rehearsal and concert.

Pupils performing in the first half will be available for pick up by their parents at the interval.
Designated registration stations for signing in and out will be located outside the Norrie
Miller Suite (signs will be posted directing pupils to sign in sheets alphabetical by surnames
(i.e. A-C, D-l, J-P, Q-T & U-Z).
